¢ Mosquito repellent

e Sun Lotion

e Medicine: Pain killers, Anti histamines, Imodium (our food is safe, but there are other
reasons your stomach can bother you)

® Long trousers for cool nights and walking safaris

¢ Closed shoes or hiking shoes for walking safaris or horse riding

® Long socks for walking safaris (sometimes helpful to tuck in your trousers to avoid safari
ants climbing up your legs)

* Fleece for cold nights

e Bathing suit (to enjoy our nice pool)

® Sunglasses

e Hat (very important for walking safaris)

e Rain jacket (especially in rainy season)

® Passport, credit cards, USD-Dollar, travel documents, vaccination certificate

e Books (e-reader)

e Pens (very necessary to fill out your Visa documents and if you have some spare ones, the
school kids will be very happy if you donate some)
